We will mark
your child in so their attendance is not affected. However, if your child does not return to school after the walk they
will be marked as absent. If we don’t hear from you to say your child is walking with another organisation and your
child is absent this morning, attendance will be followed up in the usual way. If your child is on school meals their meal
will be ordered on this day as normal.
